Exercise Timeline 

0830: 
Arrive at assigned post, set up station, announce on the air 
0900: 
Exercise commences 

1200: 
Exercise complete
Posts coverage as follows
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Arrive early in Uniform of the day (STARC Shirt, Hat, ID card, khaki pants). 

Introduce yourself to the staff and ask if all communications were down what would they need immediately?  

How would the Major or Captain advise the Public Information Officer how to reach the citizens will contract the Sheriff Office is help is needed?  Remember the communications systems are down as well as Cellular.   

Create other messages you think might occur. No a Snow Storm of epic proportions in Tampa is a little too far fetched.  Your script might not have much traffic. Each station only has part. Net Control might request information at any time.  Try to keep the frequency busy the entire time.  If it is quiet for 10 minutes make a call to another station.

If you have headphones bring them with you.  Try not to disturb the normal activities of the office.  

We might receive messages from HCSO SOC on our repeater. 

Listen to 146.610 repeater.  The schedule indicates conclusion of Exercise at 1200 hours.  Expect to be on post the entire time.  

Use the Tactical call sign of you location for example District 1.
